Teachers who do not consider themselves spontaneously humorous often overlook the
effectiveness of humor. In addition, faculties of education have not gone far out of their way to
encourage prospective teachers to learn either how to make others. laugh or, perhaps most
important, how to laugh at themselves. Potentially explosive confrontations can ofien be
avoided by turning aside an implied student challenge with a skillful humorous parry.

Consider, for example, Ms. Howard, who because of her reputation for maintaining order
in the classroom, has been assigned a ninth-grade class that might generously be described as
pre delinquent.

On the first day of class. she is challenged. One Rodney Phillips, closely modeled after a
popular television personality who is himself modeled after a stereotype of the 1950s, finds an
excusable error in Ms. Howard's arithmetic computations on the chalkboard. "She can't even
add proper and they call her a teacher," he says for the benefit of his classmates. Kounin (1 970)
viewed several hundred hours of videotaped classroom lessons in an attempt to identify
qualities of teacher behavior that appear to be most closely related to good classroom
management. One factor common to most successful teachers was that they seemed to be more

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aware than less successful teachers of what was going on in their classrooms, of who was
responsible for infractions of rules, and of when intervention was necessary.

Passage 2:

Eating disorders consist of a variety of psychiatric disturbances involving marked
abnormalities in eating behaviors, maladaptive efforts to control shape and weight, and
disturbances in self-perception regarding body shape. Three eating disorder syndromes are
currently recognized in the literature: anorexia nervosa, bulimia nervosa, and binge eating
disorder. The diagnostic criteria for anorexia nervosa include (a) extreme emaciation (less than
85 percent of expected weight for height and age); (b) intense fear of gaining weight or
becoming fat despite a low body weight; and (c) disturbed perception of weight and shape, an
undue influence of weight or shape on self-evaluation, or a denial of the seriousness of the low
body weight.

Current diagnostic nomenclature recognizes a restricting type of anorexia nervosa, in which
the person does not regularly engage in binge eating or purging (self-induced vomiting or
laxative/diuretic use), and a binge eating or purging type of anorexia nervosa, in which the
person does engage in these behaviors. This distinction is based on the observation that
individuals with the binge purge type of anorexia nervosa have elevated personal and family
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histories of obesity and higher rates of impulsive behaviors. including stealing, drug abuse,
self-harm, and mood disability, than individuals with the restricting type of anorexia nervosa.
Several common clinical features are associated with anorexia nervosa. including a relentless
pursuit of thinness and overevaluation of body shape. which usually results in extreme dietary
restriction and high levels of physical activity, Consequent to this state of semi starvation.
individuals experience mood disturbances, preoccupation with food, and stereotyped eating.

Anorexia nervosa is also commonly associated with a need for control and dysfunctional
relationships with family members, although it is currently unclear whether this is a cause or a
consequence of this eating disorder. Because of the extreme pursuit of thinness that
characterizes individuals suffering from anorexia nervosa, the eating disorder is often
perceived as a personal accomplishment rather than a psychiatric disorder in need of treatment.
Accordingly, individuals with anorexia nervosa are often brought to treatment by concerned
family members or friends and are typically very resistant to treatment, which invariably
involves weight restoration

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Passage 3:

From Wernicke's area, the ideas can be sent through a pathway called the arcuate fasciculus.
Broca's area is where the representations of speech movements are retained. From Broca's
area, instructions are sent to muscles that control movements of the mouth to produce the
appropriate sound. If the temporal lobes were damaged. speech movements could still be
mediated by Broca’s area because the person would be unable to monitor the words. This is
due to the fact that damage to Broca’s area produces loss of speech movements without the loss
of sound of understanding.

Wernicke also predicted a new language disorder. although he never saw such a case. He
suggested that, if the arcuate fibers connecting the two speech areas were cut, disconnecting the
areas but without inflicting damage on either one, a speech deficit that Wernicke described as
conduction aphasia would result. In this condition, speech sounds and movements would be
retained, as would comprehension, but speech would still be impaired because the person
would not be able to judge the sense of the words that he or she heard uttered.

Wernicke's idea of disconnection was a completely new way of viewing some of the
symptoms of brain damage. It proposed that, although different regions of the brain have
different functions, they are interdependent in that, to work, they must receive information
from one another. Thus, just as cutting a telephone, line prevents two people from speaking and
so prevents them from performing a complex action such as concluding a business deal. cutting
connecting pathways prevents two brain regions from communicating and performing complex
functions. Using this same reasoning, French neurologist Joseph Dejerine in 1892 described a
case in which the loss of the ability to read alexia resulted from a disconnection between the
visual area of the brain and Wernicke’s area, Similarly, Wernicke's student Hugo Liepmann
was able to show that an inability to make sequences of movements apraxia resulted from the
disconnection of motor area from sensory areas.
