Fathers don't use baby talk as often or in the same ways as mothers and that's

perfcetly OK, according to a new study. Mark VanDam of Washington State University

at Spokane and colleagues equipped parents with recording devices and speech-

recognition software to study the way they interacted with their youngsters during a

normal day. 'We found that moms do exactly what you'd expect and what's been
deseribed many times over,' VanDam explains. 'But we found that dads aren't doing the

same thing. Dads didn't raise their pitch or fundamental frequeney when they talked to

kids.' Their role may be rooted in what is called the bridge hypothesis, which dates back

to 1975. It suggests that fathers use less familial language to provide their children with

a bridge to the kind of speech they'll hear in public. 'The idea is that a kid gets to
practice a certain kind of speech with mom and another kind of speech with dad, so the
kid then has a wider repertoire of kinds of specch to practicc,' says VanDam.

Scientists from the University of Washington and the University of Conneeticut

collected thousands of 30-sccond conversations between parents and their babies.

fitting 26 children with audio-recording vests that captured language and sound during
typical eight-hour day. The study found that the more baby talk parents used, the

more their youngsters began to babble. And when researchers saw the same babies at

age two, they found that frequent baby talk had dramatically boosted vocabulary,
regardless of sociocconomic status. 'Those children who listened to a lot of baby talk
were talking more than the babies that listened to more adult talk or standard speech,

says Nairan Ramirez-Esparza of the University of Connecticut. 'We also found that it

really matters whether you use baby talk in a one-on-one context,'
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she adds. 'The more parents use baby talk one-on-one, the more babies babble, and the

more they babble. the more words they produce later in life.'

atBy asking people about their experiences of boredom, Thomas Goetz and his team

the University of Konstanz in Germany have recently identified five distinet types:
indifferent, calibrating, searching, reactant and apathetic. These can be plotted on two

axes - one running left to right, which measures low to high arousal, and the other

from top to bottom, which measures how positive or negative the feeling is.

Intriguingly, Goetz has found that while people experience all kinds of boredom. they

tend to specialize in one. (Of the five types, the most damaging is reactant boredom

with its explosive combination of high arousal and negative emotion. The most useful

is what Goetz calls 'indifferent' boredom: someone isn't engaged in anything satisfying
but still feels relaxed and calm. However, it remains to be seen whether there are any

character traits that predict the kind of boredom each of us might be prone to.
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Psychologist Sandi Mann at the University of Central Lancashire, UK, goes further.

All emotions are there for a reason, including boredom,' she says. Mann has found

that being bored makes us more creative, We're all afraid of being bored but in actual

fact it can lead to all kinds of amazing things," she says. In experiments published last
ycar, Mann found that people who had been made to feel bored by copying numbers
out of the phone book for 15 minutes came up with more creative ideas about how to

use a polystyrene cup than a control group. Mann concluded that a passive, boring

activity is best for creativity because it allows the mind to wander. In fact, she goes so
far as to suggest that we should seek out more boredom in our lives.

Alternatively,

money could be used as the standard for quantification: if two different goods have the

same price. it can be claimed that they produce the same quantity of pleasure in the

consumer. Bentham was more attracted by the latter measure. By associating moncy so

closcly to inner experienee, Davies writes, Bentham 'set the stage for the entangling of

psychological rescarch and capitalism that would shape the business practices of the
twentieth century'.

The Happiness industry describes how the project of a science of happiness has

become integral to capitalism. We learn much that is interesting about how economic
problems are being redefined and treated as psychological maladies. In addition,
Davies shows how the belief that inner states of plcasure and displeasure can be

objectively measured has informed management studies and advertising. The tendeney

of thinkers such as J B Watson, the founder of behaviorism, was that human beings

could be shaped, or manipulated, by policymakers and managers. Watson had no
factual basis for his view of human action. When he became president of the American

Psychological Association in 1915, he 'had never even studied a single human being':

his research had been confined to experiments on white rats. Yet Watson's reductive

model is now widely applicd, with 'bchaviour change' becoming the goal of

governnents: in Britain, a Behaviour Insights Team' has been established by the

government to study how people can be encouraged, at minimum cost to the public
purse, to live in what are considered to be socially desirable ways.

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Looked at in one way, everyone knows what intelligenee is; looked at in another way,

no one docs. In other words, people all have unconscious notions known as

'implicit thcorics' - of intelligencee, but no one knows for ecrtain what it actually is.

This chapter addresses how pcople conceptualize intelligenee, whatever it may
actually be.

But why should we even care what people think intelligence is, as opposed only to
valuing whatever it actually is? There are at least four reasons people's conceptions of
intelligence matter.

First, implicit theories of intelligence drive the way in which people perccive and

evaluate their own intelligence and that of others. To better understand the judgments
people make about their own and others' abilities, it is useful to learn about people's

implicit theories. For example. parents' implicit theories of their children's language
development will determine at what ages they will be willing to make various

corrections in their children's speech. More generally, parents' implicit theories of
intelligence will determine at what ages they believe their children are ready to

perform various cognitive tasks. Job interviewers will make hiring decisions on the
basis of their implicit theories of intelligence. People will decide who to be friends

with on the basis of such theories. In sum, knowledge about implicit theories of

intelligence is important because this knowledge is so often used by people to make

judements in the course of their evervdav lives.
