Harlow placed
newborn rhesus monkeys with two types of surrogate mothers—one a wire-mesh surrogate with a feeding
bottle and the other a wire-mesh surrogate covered with terry cloth. The monkeys preferred the terry-cloth
surrogates, which provided contact and comfort, to the feeding surrogate. (When hungry, the infant monkeys
would go to the feeding bottle but then would quickly return to the terry-cloth surrogate.) When frightened,
monkeys raised with terry-cloth surrogates showed intense clinging behavior and appeared to be comforted,
whereas those raised with wire-mesh surrogates gained no comfort and appeared to be disorganized. The
results of Harlow’s experiments suggest that infant attachment is not merely the result of feeding.
